First question relating to wheels is what year is your car? If it is an early car with steel front control arms,
then you need to source 15x7 cookie cutters. If it is a late car with aluminum front control arms, then you
need to find 15x7 phone dials. The late offset phone dials can be found for cheap all over the place. The
early offset cookie cutters are starting to be harder to find due to the vintage and VW crowd buying them

up-.

The 924S came with phone dials, but they are 6 inches wide and not what you want. There are also
supposedly a few early offset 15x7 phone dials around, but they are several pounds heavier than all the
other wheels so are not desirable.
